“Lord, give me the grace for transformation.”  
The word transfiguration means a change in form or appearance.                 
Biologists call it metamorphosis (derived from the Greek word            
metamorphoomai used in Matthew‟s Gospel), to describe the change 
that occurs when a caterpillar becomes a butterfly. (Holo-metabolism, 
also called complete metamorphism, is a form of insect development 
which includes four life stages – as an embryo or egg, a larva, a pu-
pa and an imago or adult). As children, we might have curiously 
watched the process of the caterpillar turning into a chrysalis and then 
bursting into a beautiful Monarch butterfly. Fr. Anthony De Mello tells 
the story of such a metamorphosis in the prayer life of an old man. 
 

  “I was a revolutionary when I was young, and  my prayer to God was: 
„Lord, give me the grace to change the world.‟ As I approached middle 
age and realized that half of my life was gone without changing a          
single soul, I changed my prayer to: „Lord, give me the grace to 
change all those who come in contact with me; just my family and 
friends and I shall be satisfied.‟ Now that I am old and my days are 
numbered, I have begun to see how foolish I have  been. My one pray-
er now is: ‟Lord, give me the grace to change myself.‟ If I had prayed 
for this right from the start, I should not have wasted my life.
